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FACILITY CODE OF COMPLIANCE

In 1997,Comdl University adopted the Recognition Policy for Fraternities and Sororities, which
requires chgpters to assume full responsbility for the phydca condition of thefacility.

Recognition Policy states:

Criteriafor Full Recognition:
Fraternities or sororities occupying facilities not owned by the University shall certify to the
University that there exists a house corporation (which shall sign such certification) which has
assumed full responsibility for the physical condition of the facility and compliance with all
applicable local codes, regulations and standards for issuance of the Certificate of Compliance.
In addition, an officer of the house corporation and the chapter president shall certify that an
annual safety inspection has been performed by an organization or person satisfactory to the
University and that all violations have been corrected or are in the process of being corrected.
Local authority having jurisdiction: Ithaca Fire Department, Village of Cayuga Heights Fire
Department, and Building Commissioner.

Per the Recognition Policy, Corndl University requires tha chgpters are in compliance with all local
and state codes and regulationsregarding housng. Chapter s not in compliance with all applicable
fadlity codes will not be permitted to hod sodal eventsin their fadlitiesand will be subject to loss
of recognition asa chapter at Cornell University.

Certificate of Liability Insurance

The Recognition Policy for Fraternities and Sororities requires each chagpter to maintain
comprehensve general liability inaurance in the minimum amountof $1,000000. (onemillion
dollars). Specificaly, it states chgpters mug:

Maintain comprehensive general liability insurance in the minimum amount of $1,000,000. (one
million dollars) of primary liability coverage (each occurrence), with general aggregate
coverage of at least $2,000,000. (total). Such liability insurance shall include Cornell University,
its officers, employees, and agents, as an additional named insured and shall be written with an
insurance carrier acceptable to the University. A certificate of such insurance shall be
forwarded to the University as evidence of such coverage, and the University must receive notice
of any change, cancellation, or renewal of the policy. The insurance shall be considered primary
over any and all collectable insurance that the University may have available.

House Manage Guide

INSPECTION OF BUILDING SYSTEMS
An information sheet for owners of residential buildings

1. Smoke detectors: NFPA 72 calls for monthly testing of detectors. We suggest that in rental
propeties tha thisresponsbility fall to thetenants, and landlords and homeowners test detectors
at least annudly. Itissuggested that batery-opaated detectors have ther bateries changed at
least semi-annudly, e.g. when clocks are changed in spring and fall.

2. Gas-fueled heating systems and chimneys: NY SEG recommendsannud ingection by a
professiond heating contractor, preferably conduded at the start of the heating season. If
meeting the weatherization ordinance (City of Ithaca Municipd Housng CodeSection 210-41)
throughheating system efficiency, theefficiency of the system mug beverified within thetwo
years preceding issuance of a Certificate of Compliance. Y our professiond heating contractor
may beable to peform the necessary tests.

3. Solid fuel systems and chimneys: NY S Office of Fire Prevention and Control recommends
chimneys serving fireplaces and wood stoves be inspected and cleaned at least monthly.
Accumulated creosote in the chimney should beremoved with awire brush. If you are unable to
do this yourself, conailt a professiond chimney sweep.

4. Portable fire extinguishers: NFPA 10 requires monthly visud examinaion to check that
extinguishers are visible and accessible, are notdamaged, and tha pressure gaugeindicator isin
opaablerange Annudly, extinguishers mug undergo complete ingoection and maintenance
procedures by qudified personnd, andthelabd punched or initided by the person or agency
performing the procedures. During an ingoection, we will look for these labds on portable fire
extinguishers.

In addition, your building may be protected by one of the following systems. If so, the
Building Department can supply you with a specific information sheet for that system:

- Fire alarm systems: Annud testing of supavised systems per NFPA 72 by qudified personsis
required. Certification mug beforwarded to the Building Department before a Certificate of
Compliance will beissued. See separate sheet.

- Sprinkler systems: Testing of sprinkler systems pe NFPA 13 by qudified personsis required.

Certification mug beforwarded to the Building Department before a Certificate of Compliance
will beissued. See separate sheet.
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MAJOR ITEMS OF CONCERN DURING A HOUSING INSPECTION

Smokedeectors: are required, mug be propely located, and in working order. Test
al bedroom smoke detectors by pushing and HOLDING the button in.

Windowand doorlocks. thelLock law requires each windowand exterior doorto have a

locking device. Exterior doas mug have an approved "single cylinde™ deadbolt lock with a
minimum bolt length of one(1) inch extendinginto a doofjamb tha isin goodcondiion. Deadbolt
locks tha require key opeation from both sides of thedoor ("doubk cylinde deadbolk™) are not
approved locks unlessthelock is of the "captured key" type

Extengon cords in general, fused/circuit-breakered plug stripsare OK, however, regular
extenson cordsare not Thisruleis paticularly enforced.

Garbage and combudible materials. accumulationsof combugible materials and
gabageon the premises conditute a life/hedlth hazard to you and other occupants of the building,
andisaviolation.

Stairs: stepsand stairs mug bein goodcondition and be equipped with handrails and
guadrails where applicable (3 stepsor more).

Interior protection: interior walls, floars, and ceiling mug bein goodcondition.
Deteriorating surface finishes contribute to rapid spread of fire and smokein theevent of an
emergency.

Emergency escape windows and other openingsrequired for emergency escapefrom

thebuilding mug bein good working condition. Halls should beclear of any furniture, storage, or
debris. Bedrooms mug have at least oneopeaable windowunobsgructed by furniture for exiting. All
exit and emergency floodlights mus bein opeaating condition. NO trash cansin hdls.

Heating equipment: theheating system and water heating appliances will be examined
to determineif theunits are maintained and vented propely, and are equipped with prope safety
devices (i.e., temperature-pressure relief valves, etc.).

Fire protection: thefire protection equipment will be checked to determineif it is
maintained propealy. Certificationsmay berequired.

Exterior protection: theexterior of thebuildingwill be checked, induding: pant, roafing,
chimney, windows, exterior steps fire escapes, etc., to determinethe condition.

Loft beds mug befree standing. Limited to amaximum of 1/3 of thefloor space, or 36

5. feet (queen size), whichever isless. Theroommug have aminimum celling haghtof 7'6" and a
minimum of 3 ft. clearance to ceiling, smoke or heat detector, or sprinkler head. May notbedirectly
bdow a sprinkler head. Past variances for loft beds are voided.
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
